SACRAMENT PREPARTION

Students attending Catholic school or
PREP Classes along with their parents
are encouraged to participate in the
Parish sacramental preparation programs
and activities for the sacraments.

A child must be in his or her second year
of Catholic education or religious
education classes to be eligible for the
sacraments of  reconciliation and
Eucharist.

Older students (3rd grade and above) who
have not received the sacraments of
reconciliation and Eucharist are required
to participate in religious education
introductory classes, as in Rite of
Christian Initiation of Children (RCIC).

A student who has attained the age of
twelve and/or who are in his/her 6™, 7" or
8" year of Catholic education or religious
education classes are eligible to receive

the Sacrament of Confirmation. The time
and dates to be announced.
